At issue with this vote is whether it will make our
club healthier by relaxing the official participation re-
guirements (i.e., voting, holding office and otherwise
participating in official matters of the club).

Possible loss of attraction of new members
due to the perceived loss of GMC motorhome
focus by the club;

Alienation (and possible membership loss) of
those current members who are faithful to the
GMC-only legacy);

Fear that with continued trends for replacing
GMC’swith SOB’s, the club will evolve into
just another non-distinct motorhome club.

Prior to voting, | will give each member family unit
(both Full and Associate members) one minute to
comment on the pending vote — by voicing support-
ing or dissenting views, or otherwise giving other
members ideas to consider when making their vote. |
urge each of you to comment; your thoughts and
ideas are important to us all.




This bylaws amendment requires 2/3 affirmative vote
of the members present and voting. Based on the lat-
est Mexico raly attendance list, there will be 18 Full
(voting) members, and 5 Associate (non-voting)
members present at the meeting, which means that 12
affirmative votes would be required for the amend-
ment to pass.

The second agendaitem is areport from the commit-
tee investigating options for funding the annual
Christmas dinner, followed (hopefully) by avote on
this Standing Rules item. If you have input on this
issue, please contact chairperson Denta Persinger by
E-mail or phone.

Thethird agendaitem is a decision by the member-
ship regarding deposits with Playa Bonita RV Park
(site of our Mexico rally). In the past, we have been
required to leave a $600 deposit with the park for the
following year’srally. | found out following our
January business meeting that the park is now requir-
ing a 2-year deposit ($1200 for 30 spaces). This
means committing the club’s funds for two years into

the future. The membership will be asked to decide
whether or not thisis a good business decision.

Since these are significant mattersimpacting all
members, please consider driving to Why for the
business meeting, even if you’ re not going into Mex-
ico for therally.

Regarding future rallies, I'd like to plant the idea of
holding some of our rallies in conjunction with other
GMC or FMCA rallies (e.g., FMCA international
conventions, FMCA Rocky Mountain Arearallies,
GMC Motorhomes International rallies, GMC West-
ern Statesrallies). Often these other rallies conflict
with our own rally schedule, forcing members to
make a choice. For GMC owners (newer owners es-
pecially), some of these other rallies would be very
beneficial. By occasionally tying in our rally with
one of these other rallies, we could “kill two birds
with one stone.”

As of 12/31/03, our checking account balance is
$4,394.94, including $728.14 in prepaid rally registrations
for the February rally, and $850 in outstanding rally de-
posits. We have received dues for 2004 from 38 mem-
bers. $10.00 dues refunds were made to 37 membersin
December. Rally Loss for 2003 was $190.56 and operat-
ing profit was $742.08. Much of the increased operating
profit is due to areduction of over $300 in operating ex-
penses, (due to reduced newd etter expenses arising from
publishing the newsletters on the club web site.) We have
recently started posting financia information on the web
sitein the “members only” area.

In response to a query, Tom Armstrong clarified that he
would have a business meeting at every rally at which a
guorum is present. The next business meeting will be on
Feb 17,704 in Why, AZ prior to the Rocky Point Rally.
The main items on the agenda will be voting on the bylaw
changes, and the proposed standing rules. Each unit would
be allowed to speak for one minute to address concerns
and/or support.

Rally Master Don Schmidt reported that we have hosts for
all rdliesfor the 2003-2004 season, except for April 2004.
Tom Armstrong mentioned that it is not too early to be
thinking about next year to host arally.
