MESSAGE

The annual February rally in Rocky Point was an-
other tremendous success!

Our Special Business Meeting held in Why on Tues-
day evening, February 17, was likewise successful. It
was well-attended, and the special business matters
were dealt with swiftly and efficiently.

Due to passage of the Bylaws amendment, I'm happy
to report that our membership now stands at 38 Full
members! Currently there are no Associate members.
Hopefully our club will be healthier due to the
amendment, and our members who are affected will
feel more enfranchised. The spirit of the amendment
is best captured in the observation by many of the
members that “once a GMC owner, always a GMC
owner!” The love for, and knowledge of, the classic
GMC motorhome is not something that disappears
when a member no longer has title to a GMC. In-
deed, these values get to the very reason that we have
a club in the first place. As our coaches age, and as
our GMC owners age, it is increasingly important to
have a club environment that nurtures these important
values.

The Standing Rule proposal that also passed received
spirited debate before the vote was taken. Denta pre-
sented her committee’s findings, which boiled down
to the membership’s preference for paying for the an-
nual Christmas dinner (if there are insufficient annual
50/50 raffle revenues to pay for it, that is). The mem-
bership voted in the majority to have Christmas rally
attendees pay for any remaining dinner balance,
rather than have such subsidy come from the general
treasury. There was a significant minority of mem-
bers who did not agree with the change.

A third agenda item, regarding deposits with Playa
Bonita for future rallies in Rocky Point, became a
non-issue when Evelyn and John Culver reported that
Playa Bonita agreed to let us reserve for 2005 and
2006 with no deposit at all! This great news, which
is attributable to our club’s reputation with Playa Bo-
nita, and the relationship with the park developed by
the Culvers over a period of years, was met with re-
sounding and appreciative applause by everyone in
attendance! Thanks again, Evelyn and John!

Globe! I hope the gas price hikes slow down by then!

Why, Arizona

This being previously announced as a Special Business
Meeting with a specific agenda, Tom Armstrong dis-
pensed with the usual agenda and protocol associated with
a regular meeting..

President Armstrong presented a handout summarizing the
three agenda items; he also reviewed the agenda items to
be ensure that all present were informed and ready to deal
with the agenda.

1. The proposed Bylaws amendment to expand the defini-
tion of “Full” member to include those heretofore classi-
fied as “Associate” members (members in continuous
good standing who owned a classic GMC motorhome
when they joined the club, but who have subsequently ex-
changed their GMC for another brand of motorhome)
passed. There were no dissenting votes; all eligible voting
members either voted in the affirmative, or abstained from
voting.

2.Denta Persinger presented her committee’s findings as
the Standing Rule choices for supplemental funding (if
required, after first applying the annual 50/50 raffle reve-
nues) for the annual Christmas rally dinner. The choices
presented were to (a) assess Christmas rally attendees for
any shortfall, or to (b) use the general treasury of the club
to subsidize any shortfall. A motion was made to assess
attendees for any shortfall. Following spirited discussion,
the motion was put to a vote (by all members). The ma-
jority of the votes were in favor of the motion. Therefore,
starting in December 2004, the special Christmas rally
dinner will be funded first by the accumulated 50/50 raffle
proceeds; then, if those proceeds are insufficient, through
an assessment from those members attending. Non-
members attending the Christmas dinner will continue to
be assessed the full cost of their dinner.

3. No decision on the matter of deposits with Playa Bonita
for future Mexico rallies was required. This matter disap-
peared due to a recent decision by Playa Bonita to not re-
quire deposits from us at all, thanks in no small part to the
relationship that Evelyn and John Culver have developed
with the Park.

The special meeting was adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
