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PRESIDENT’S 
             MESSAGE 
 
The club’s Standing Rule on rallies being self-
funded [“All rallies are expected to be self-funded (i.
e., with no subsidy from the club treasury).” ] has 
been breached twice recently, due to some mixed or 
missed communications.  In the first instance, pay-
ment of an unanticipated bill received after the Febru-
ary rally resulted in a shift from a slight rally profit to 
a $68 loss.   
 

In the second instance, the club had to pay a $50 can-
cellation penalty for guaranteed spaces that weren’ t 
filled at the March rally.  The club did not collect for 
parking for the March rally in advance (each attendee 
was required to register with the park and pay for 
their own parking upon arrival), yet the club had to 
guarantee spaces (15 in this case) with the park.   
Some late cancellations and no-shows resulted in the 
club forfeiting a 1-night cancellation fee for five of 
the six unfilled spaces (since Cindy and I opted to at-
tend coachless, we paid the assessment for our un-
filled space). 
 

In both of these cases, the club treasury had to subsi-
dize the rally shortfalls. 
 

In light of the cancellation penalty incurred by the 
club for unfilled spaces at this rally, to reduce future 
liability by the club, the Standing Rule covering ad-

vance payment of rally assessments needs to be 
strictly adhered to for all rallies where the club has to 
“guarantee”  a certain number of spaces or meals with 
the park or vendor.  Then, if a prepaid attendee later 
cancels or fails to show up for the rally, any rally ex-
penses already committed on their behalf will be de-
ducted from their refund (per the Standing Rule on 
rally payment refunds). 
 

Due to the reduced member availability and minimal 
rally interest in May and September, we decided dur-
ing the March business meeting to abandon efforts to 
organize rallies for these months in 2004. 
 

Those attending the March meeting thought it reason-
able to minimize the potential “cancellation penal-
ties”  assessed the club at future no-host rallies, by re-
quiring each attendee to make their own reservations 
(and payments) with the RV park.  This, in fact, is 
how we’re going to handle the upcoming April no-
host rally near Tombstone. 
 

Since the April rally will mark the end of our 2003-
2004 season, let’s have a great rally turnout!
