More from your club President . . .

Following is an excerpt from an article on FMCA’s Web
site (4/22/03):

The family membership of FMCA has approved arevised
national Constitution, and FMCA® Governing Board has
approved updated Bylaws.

The proposed Constitution and a mail-in ballot appeared
in the November 2002 issue of Family Motor Coaching
magazine. FM CA® certified public accounting firm tabu-
lated the ballots Jan. 24, 2003. The results: 914 in favor,
50 opposed.

FMCA® Governing Board approved the proposed By-
laws by a vote of 303 to 24. FMCA® accounting firm
tabulated the ballots March 11, 2003. Of 451 ballots, 327
were submitted. Bylaws revisions require the approval of
65 percent of the ballots cast. In this case the approval
was 93 percent.

FMCA® Condtitution, last modified in 1983, is the
"mainframe” that gives voice to the membership. Bylaws
are the means by which the aims of the Constitution are

implemented. These governance documents have been
streamlined and updated to reflect FMCA® Strategic
Plan, which was adopted in August 2001.

During the streamlining process, portions of the Constitu-
tion and Bylaws were removed and placed in policies and
procedures. The proposed policies and procedures that
were extracted from the Bylaws and Constitution will be
voted on in Buffalo, N.Y., during the Governing Board
meeting held prior to FMCA® convention, July 18-20,
2003. The approved policies and procedures then will be
included in the "Member and Volunteer Handbook."

This background explains why our club modified and
streamlined it's Bylaws recently, to be consistent with the
updated FMCA Bylaws. It also explains why we have
been preparing an accompanying “ Policies and Procedures’
document for our club. I'm still waiting for an answer
from FMCA concerning potential risks or liabilities deriv-
ing from rallies and business meetings held outside of the
continental U.S., after which we'll publish the initid ver-
sion of our club “Policies and Procedures’ document.
