 On behalf of the Rocky Mountain Motorcoach Association, I would like to take this opportunity to invite the GMC Sa-
guaro Jetsets to be a "Host Chapter" at the Rocky Mountain Ramble to be held in Pinal County Fairgrounds, Casa 
Grande, Arizona, October 11th through 14th, 2006.  
 
 Each Host Chapter is asked to furnish enough Volunteers to handle a certain "Job or Group of Jobs". If your Chapter is 
unable to furnish the required number of Volunteers for the Job or Group of Jobs requested, another Chapter will be 
asked to help fill in the rest of the Volunteers required.  
 
 We would like GMC Saguaro Jetsets to furnish the Volunteers for the Commercial Exhibits. This entails helping the 
Indoor and Outdoor Exhibitors get set up in the proper place. You will need to help register the Exhibitors when they 
arrive at the Ramble and help park Display Coaches in their proper location. The estimated number of Volunteers it wilI 
take to do this job is (16) people. These numbers may change after the Ramble pre-planning meeting in April. You wilI 
be notified later as to the exact days you wilI be required to work. The RMMA Officer in charge of this job is Bruce Bat-
tey, Vice President for Region #1.  
 
 Your Chapter will need to appoint a "Chapter Volunteer Coordinator" that will handle the recruitment and sign-up of 
Volunteers from your Chapter. Please refer to the "Volunteer Selection Procedure Sheet" that is attached for more de-
tails. If your Chapter has more Volunteers than are needed to do this job, you can put them on a waiting list and move 
them onto the active Volunteer list if someone drops our. All communications between your Chapter, the RMMA Offi-
cer and the respective job Captain will be done through your Chapter Volunteer Coordinator. Your Chapter Volunteer 
Coordinator is encouraged to attend the Ramble pre-planning meeting scheduled for April 5ih through April 8th, with 
arrival on the 4th at the Pinal County Fairgrounds, Casa Grande, Arizona. The RMMA will pay for the camping, with 
water and electric, for these five nights.  
 
 Volunteers for the Ramble need to arrive at the Pinal County Fairgrounds on approximately October 5th. You will be 
notified later as to the exact date of your arrival. They will be parked in the Volunteer parking area. Volunteers arriving 
on their scheduled arrival day will not be charged for early arrival parking. If Volunteers want to park next to each other, 
they must arrive together. Since this parking area is reserved for Volunteers, only those people assigned a tour of duty 
will be furnished the appropriate credentials allowing them to be parked in this area. Volunteers must pre-register with 
FMCA for the Ramble before Volunteer credentials are issued. If they are not, they will not be on the Volunteer list.  
 
 Each workday will be divided into three, three-hour shifts. Each Volunteer should be willing to work at least three 
shifts.  
 
  



The deadline for Accepting or Declining to be a Host Chapter and submitting the name of  
your Chapter Volunteer Coordinator for this Ramble is December 28th, 2005. Please send your  
reply in writing or e-mail to Allen Rein, Ramble Master. His address is listed below.  
 
 If you agree to be a Host Chapter for this Ramble, a Volunteer Sign-up Sheet will be mailed to your Chapter Volunteer 
Cpordinator, which will contain the following information that is needed from each Volunteer:  
 
 F#, last name, first name, e-mail address and phone number. If you have a couple as Volunteers, please list each person 
individually on the alphabetical list rather than "Mr. & Mrs."  
 
 The Captain for each of these jobs will let your Chapter Volunteer Coordinator know the date and time of the or ienta-
tion meeting to be held prior to your starting work at the Ramble.  
 
 On October 10, 2006, there will be a casual Volunteer dinner and appreciation ceremony provided by the Rocky Moun-
tain Motorcoach Association.  
 
 If any of your Volunteers are leaving home before their confirmation packets arrives from FMCA, please indicate this 
on your list of names that their packets will be at "Will Call".  
 
 It is very important that your Volunteers be advised of the procedures detailed in this letter and in the Volunteer Selec-
tion Procedure Sheet.
