DIRECTIONS TO 12151 W CALLE SENECA (el Rancho de la Calle Seneca)
TRAVELING EASTBOUND ON I-10

Traveling eastbound on 1-10 towards Tucson

Take the AVRA VALLEY RD exit- EXIT 242. 0.0 miles
Turn RIGHT onto W AVRA VALLEY RD. 5.1 miles
Turn LEFT onto N SANDARIO RD. 10.7 miles
Turn RIGHT onto W MILE WIDE RD. 0.2 miles
Turn LEFT onto N CAMINO ALTAR. 0.2 miles
Turn RIGHT onto W CALLE SENECA. 0.1 miles

End at 12151 W Calle Seneca
Tucson, AZ 85743-9762, US **LARGE MOTORHOMES (over 30’) or towing a car read below

DIRECTIONS FOR TUCSON RESIDENTS & THOSE COMING FROM the
SOUTH, EAST or WEST

Traveling east or west on the AJO Highway (AZ 86-W) go to the intersection with KINNEY ROAD
Turn North on KINNEY ROAD approx 9 miles (past Old Tucson Studios & the Desert Museum)
Bear left where KINNEY meets MILE WIDE ROAD and head due west approx 2 miles.

Cross the intersection of MILE WIDE & SANDARIO ROADS .02 miles to CAMINO ALTAR.

Turn South (left) on CAMINO ALTAR approx .02 miles to W CALLE SENECA.

Turn West (right) to 12151 W CALLE SENECA (last gate on the left).

** The entry gate on Calle Seneca is only 10’ wide which can sometimes prove dif-
ficult for large motorhomes, especially if you're towing a car. You may also enter
the property at the far west end off of Camino Avra Road. Proceed past the entry
on Calle Seneca, round the corner to the left and enter through the 30’ opening
found there.
